The royal mummies of two pharaohs – Ahmose I and Ramesses I – 
were also put on display in the Luxor Museum in March 2004, as part of the new extension to the 
museum, which includes a small visitor centre. A major exhibit is a reconstruction of one of the walls of 
Akhenaten's temple at Karnak.

Captain Aqaba has just opened and is a very good mid-budget 
option for those on a diving holiday with a friendly local 
atmosphere. Captain’s hotel is furnished like a ship, is located at 
Al Nahda Street in the hotel area, between Aquamarina II city 
hotel and the Golden Tulip. It really is centrally located and less than five minutes’ walk from most 
hotels in the city. 
 
Monday 17 January   Aqaba-Wadi Rum 
Morning free at leisure. At noon, drive to Wadi Rum (2hrs drive) where you will arrive at Wadi Rum’s 
Visitors’ Centre; which has a few small shops including a nature shop which sells locally produced 
crafts and jewellery items, an Interpretation Hall (small museum); which displays the Bedouin culture, 
local wildlife and protection of the desert environment, alongside a projection room showing a short 
film introducing Rum (recommended and free of charge). Restrooms are also available. 
 
Embark on an adventurous 2.5hr excursion by Bedouin four-wheel drive vehicles (Jordan Hashemite 
fund / covered vehicles). Start from the Visitors’ Centre and view from a distance the Seven Pillars of 
Wisdom; the famous landmark, named after the book by T.E. Lawrence “Lawrence of Arabia”, 
Alameleh inscriptions; good example of ancient rock drawings, showing camels & wildlife, Siq Um Al 
Tawaqi; a short canyon containing a carving of the head of T.E. Lawrence & ruins of Allat (Goddess) 
temple of the AAD tribe and finally to the sunset site; where you get the most dramatic views of Wadi 
Rum as the sun sinks below the horizon. 
 
Proceed to the private camp where a big bonfire would be roaring in the centre and candles lighting up 
the walls of the rocks towering above the camp. Sit on nice Arabic rugs and cushions on the floor under 
a lamp-lit Arabian tent. Dinner & Overnight in Wadi Rum (Remote camp). BD 
 
Accommodation – 1 night – Wadi Rum    In 17 January – Out 18 January 
Wadi Rum Camp (Remote camp) 
The Wadi Rum Disi camp is built in the Bedouin Arabic 
tradition, blending naturally into its desert surroundings. 
Traditional Bedouin tented areas; modern showers and 
toilets are available.  The black Bedouin tents are made from 
goat's hair and are woven by the Bedouin women on 
handmade looms in strips of up to 40 meters long. During the 
dry summer the fabric appears to have many gaps and holes, 
which actually allow the air to circulate and keep the tents 
cool. During the winter months, when the fabric becomes 
wet, it shrinks and the holes close up, making the tents warm and watertight.  The tents are furnished 



with mattresses and blankets.  Clients can sleep in the Bedouin tents if they wish; partitions are then put 
up within the Bedouin tent for privacy.   
 
Tuesday 18 January   Wadi Rum-Petra 
After breakfast, drive to the Rose-Red City of Petra & proceed to visit one of the region’s most 
important archaeological sites, the 9,000-year-old Neolithic settlement of Beidha and the nearby Siq el-
Barid, a miniature Petra (Little Petra) with its own small Siq (gorge), carved tombs and monuments.

Full day dedicated for the exploration of the Nabatean city of Petra. The tour starts on horseback, 
passing by the Obelisk Tomb and then proceeding on foot through the Siq -the narrow gorge that leads 
to Petra’s most impressive monument, the Treasury. Then on to the Street of Facades, the Theatre, the 
Royal Tombs, the Colonnaded Street, the Byzantine Church, the Temple, the Monumental Arch and 
Qasr el-Bint Faroun. You may wish to climb up to the gigantic 1st century AD monument of the 
Monastery (optional). This is a hard climb with about 900 steps, and in certain areas it is steep with 
exposed edges, so it is no longer included in the tour.  Overnight Petra. B 
 
The highlight of any visit to Jordan must be the 'R ose Red City' 
of Petra, the capital of ancient Nabateans, carved into the rock 
thousands of years ago.  Petra is a world treasure,  a marriage of 
natural and man-made wonders on an awesome scale. A  
sematic people from Northern Arabia carved an entir e city out 
of the highly coloured mountains some 2,000 years a go. The 
Nabateans created an empire based on trading precio us 
incense and perfumes, an empire so rich it inspired  the envy of 
mighty Rome, which ultimately conquered it.  Long b efore the 
Nabateans, the Petra area was inhabited by Stone Ag e people at 
nearby Beida and was once the capital of the biblic al Kingdom 
of Edom.  
A thrilling adventure awaits every visitor making h is way along 
the Wadi Musa valley to the great Siq chasm. You sh ould go there early in the morning already, 
as the light is perfect to show the stones glowing in different colours.  
 
Optional Petra By Night tour (pay locally) 
Available on Monday, Wednesday and Thursdays, but they could 
cancel it without prior notice.    
You will walk from the Visitors’ Centre via the Siq (gorge), which will 
be lit with candles, up to the Treasury. The walk will take about (30 – 
40 minutes). Once the whole group is gathered in front of the Treasury, 



a Bedouin – playing on the Nai – will walk out from inside of the Treasury towards the Siq & another 
one will be playing on the Rababa musical instrument. An English-speaking guide will briefly narrate 
the history of Petra. 
 
Thursday 20 January   Petra-Dead Sea 
Drive to the Dead Sea; the lowest spot on earth -417 meters below sea level. 
Stop en route at visit Madaba home of the most famous Byzantine mosaics. 
Visit the greatest and most significant of all the city’s treasures, the wonderful 
mosaic map of ancient Palestine, which is located on the floor of the Greek 
Orthodox Church of St. George. The 6th century AD map, hailed as the oldest 
in existence, was depicted for the benefit of the pilgrims on their way to the 
Holy Land, as it represented the surrounding regions as well. The River Nile, 
the Jordan River, Lake Tiberias and the Dead Sea are easily identified on this 
map, in addition to many cities such as Bethlehem, Gaza and Jerusalem. One 
can clearly make out the walls, towers, gates, streets and buildings of the Holy City of Jerusalem, 
especially the colonnaded main street or Cardo, and the domed church of the Holy Sepulcher. 
 
Proceed to Mount Nebo, which dates back to the time of the Prophet Moses, around the 12th century BC 
& is believed to be the site of the Prophet’s burial place and the point from where he viewed the “Holy 
Land”. From a platform in front of the church, a visitor may see a bronze memorial of a snake on a 
cross, which symbolizes the serpent lifted up by Moses in the desert, as well as the crucifixion of Jesus 
Christ. B
